Borge Mogensen (1914-1972) was one of the most important and
influential representatives of Banish furniture design. Almost
everyone in Denmark has experienced his designs - from the
well-known, modern FDB furniture of the 1940s to countless
classics that have furnished both homes and public spaces in
Benmark since the Second World War. Barge Mogensen believed
that furniture should fit the human being, rather than the other
way around and that functional quality furniture is paramount.
The entire range of his furniture designs - sofas, dining tables
and dining chairs - is distinguished by a recurring theme: simple
lines, solid wooden surfaces and soft, shell cordovan leather.

PRODUCT INFORMATION

The J18 chair was designed by Barge Mogensen in 1945. Like
Mogensen's other well-known FDB chairs, this model is dis-
tinguished by its clean, Nordic design with no decoration or
unnecessary trimmings, and where the focus is on function

and simplicity. The comfortable chair was inspired by the old
eighteenth-century English Windsor chairs. The solid backrest
continues into the armrests, which fit under most tabletops. The
comfortable, bowl-shaped wooden seat slopes gently backwards.
The J18 is available in both solid beech and oak. The beech chair
is available in several beautiful colours, while the oak chair is
oiled. Cushions can be purchased separately.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS

+ Use a slightly damp cloth for daily cleaning. Generally, it is not a good
idea to use cleaning agents - just clean water. If a cleaning agent is used
occasionally, it is important to dry the surface immediately afterwards
with a clean cloth

+ Avoid scraping or scratching the surface when cleaning.

« In the unlikely event of spillages, immediately wipe up the spillage with
an absorbent, colourfast cloth.

« Please note that ordinary light affects the wood, and therefore the
colour of the wood will naturally change slightly over time.

« Please note that the legs may leave marks on soft wooden floors Howev-
er, this can easily be prevented by putting felt pads under the legs.
