Laenestolen er et af hiemmets vigtigste mabler. Det har en helt seerlig status i
dansk mebeldesign. Men den er ogsa en ramme, hvor vi kan koble af og lade
op. Da den beromte arkitekt Poul Volther skabte laenestolen Jerna havde
han sin hustru i tankerne, deraf navnet. Jorna slappede af med sit strikketgj
med lange strikkepinde - sa dem blev der ogsa gjort plads til. Den dag i dag
er der plads il bade strikketgj, baerbar computer eller iPad i den komforta-
ble laenestol. Seede og rygleen fas i traditionelle ensfarvede varianter som
morkegra, blomme, markebla og merkegron. Men den kommer ogsa i mere
utraditionelle varianter fra Danish Art Weaving; i en bla med hvide striber og
"hestedaekken” - som det bl.a. kendes fra Berge Mogensen-sofaer - i bla
og rede tern.

Poul Volther overtog ledelsen af FDB's Mabelkontor efter Barge Mogensen
11950, og han blev ogsa en af de mest ikoniske mabelskabere fra dansk
designs guldalder. Som mange andre af designerne i sin generation var han
uddannet som mabelsnedker, for han blev mabelarkitekt. Han kombinerede
sin praktiske viden omkring fremstillingen af meblerne med en aestetik, der
understregede det enkle og tidlese. Han er desuden kendt for en anden
beremt leenestol: Corona-stolen.

FDB Mabler was founded out of a desire to create furniture that makes room
for people - a philosophy which has been shaped in oak and beech and woven
into seats since 1942. New generations of designers have joined the team since
then, but the fundamental mission remains the same: To produce beautiful,
functional pieces of furniture made to high standards of craftsmanship that
make room for everyday life in living rooms, kitchens and children’s bedrooms.
And which can withstand wear and tear, year in and year out. FDB Mgbler
wroteitself into the annals of Danish design history long ago with classics that
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The armchairis one of the most important pieces of furniture in the home. It
enjoys a special status in Danish furniture design. It is also a place where we
can unwind and recharge. When the famous architect Poul Volther created
the Jerna armchair, he was thinking of his wife - hence the name. Jerna
Volther liked to relax with her knitting and long knitting needles - so he also
made space for them. Now, just as then, there is space for knitting, a laptop
or aniPadin the comfortable armchair. The seat and backrest are available in
traditional plain variants such as dark grey, plum, navy blue and dark green.
However, the chair also comes in more unconventional variants from Danish
Art Weaving - in a blue with white stripes, and in the blue and red check horse
blanket, which is also seen on Berge Mogensen's sofas.

Poul Volther took over the management of FDB Mabler's office after Borge
Mogensen in 1950, and was also one of the most iconic furniture designers
from the golden age of Danish design. Like many other designers of his gen-
eration, he qualified as a cabinetmaker before becoming a furniture designer.
He combined his hands-on experience of furniture-making with an aesthetic
approach that emphasised simplicity and timelessness. He is also known for
another famous armchair: the Corona chair.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS
« The chair only requires a small amount of maintenance since it comes with
alacquered surface

« Use a slightly damp cloth for daily cleaning. Generally, it is not a good idea
to use cleaning agents - just clean water. If a cleaning agent is used
occasionally,itisimportant to dry the surface immediately afterwards with
aclean cloth

« Avoid scraping or scratching the surface when cleaning

« In the unlikely event of spillages, immediately wipe up the spillage with an
absorbent, colourfast cloth.

« Please note that ordinary light affects the wood, and therefore the colour of
the wood will naturally change slightly over time. In so far as possible, avoid
placing the chair in direct sunlight, as the sunshine will darken the wood.

FDB Mabler is manufactured using only FSC-certified wood. FSC certification ensures that no more trees are felled than the forest can reproduce. At the same

time, the FSC label guarantees that forest animals and plants are protected, and that the forest workers receive training, safety equipment and a reasonable pay.
